Our Clan Badge

The wearing of a Crest Badge is a symbol of kinship
within a Clan or Family of Scottish heritage. It survives

from an old, but interesting,
custom recognized in
heraldic law.

Years ago, many Clan
chiefs and heads of families
gave their followers a metal
plate of their crest 1o wesr as
a badge. This was affixed o
their clothing by a strap and
buckle. When not being
worn, the strap and buckle
were coiled around the crest
badge.

The modern badge takes
this form, with the crest
encircled with a strap and

buckle. This is the only form that a Clansman is permit-
ted 1o display. Only the Chief and his heir may wear the
crest without the strap and buckle.

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Thc following excerpt and acompanying charts were taken from a book entitled The Clans, Septs. and
i wnten by Frank Adam, FR.G.S., ES.A (Scot.). It was first published in
1908 by W. and A.K Johnston, and G.W. Bacon Ltd., Edinburgh and London. In 1955 Sir Thomas Innes of
Learney, Lord Lyon, King of Arms K.V.C.D. Advocate, revised Frank Adam’s work and in the subsequent
two editions his name appears as co-author. This work is considered the most reliable reference for Scottish
geneology to date.
It illustrates the family connection between the MacTavishes, Tawessons, and Thompsons

(8) MacTavish, Thompson, etc.~The MacTavishes, Tawessons, Thompsons, etc., are
said to derive their origin from Taus Coir, an illegitimate son of one of the Lords of Lochow, who lived in the
days of King Alexander II. Henry White (“Fionn™) said:

Many of the Argyllshire MocTavishes now make Thompsons of themselves, while others are known as Tawesons, The sur-
names, Maclehose and MacLaws, are regarded as cormupted forms of Mac-Gille-Thomais—son of the gille or servant of Themas,
There was a strong colony of MacTavishes in Strathglass af an early period.

But these repudiate dependency on Clan Campbell, and MacTavish of Dunardrie is chief of that clan, whilst
Thompson of that Ik on the Border is regarded is a remotely connected or indeterminate connection of the
MacTavishes.

Basic Scone Recipe
2 Cups Flour

3/4 Teaspoon
Baking Soda
34 Teaspoon
Cream of Tartar

Sift the flour, baking soda, cream of tartar, salt,
and sugar into a bowl. Cut the butter with a pasiry
blender or a knife. It can also be rubbed in with your
fingertips until very thoroughly blended. Stir in the
buttermilk. Turn on to a Moured board and kneed a
little, for less than a minute,

Divide the dough in two. Make a round out of
one half and roll out to one inch thick, Cut the round
in four pic-shaped wedges.

Lightly oil or butter the griddle. Heat slowly 1o
medium hot heat.
